He	said,	“Allah	and	His	Messenger	know	best.”	He
repeated	it	several	times,	then	he	said,	“Ayatul	Kursi.”	The	Prophet	(peace	and	blessings	of	Allah	be	upon	him)	said,	“Congratulations	upon	your	knowledge	O	Abu’l-Mundhir.
